ANZLIC — the Spatial Information Council has implemented the Spatial Resource Discovery
and Access Toolkit to help facilitate the location and access of spatial data and services
provided by organisations in Australia and New Zealand.

This program was coordinated by the Office of Spatial Data Management.

The Spatial Resource Discovery and Access Toolkit on this CDROM has been designed
as an infroduction to discovery and access of predominantly spafial resources, with a user
friendly metadata entry tool that will directly suit small organisations.

Additionally the toolkit can provide useful material for many of the sectors who want to
improve discovery of and access to their data and resources.

The toolkit is freely available and comprises:
1. An outer cover and inserts for the folder [if the toolkit is printed off).

2. An Education Library of slides with associated research document that can be used to
facilitate the creation of a presentation about spatial resource discovery and access.

You are able to add elements to
ANZMet Lite but you will need to contact info@osdm.gov.au in order fo begin this process.

4. The User Manual for the ANZMet Lite metadata entry tool.
5. A presentation on how to publish your metadata once it is created.

This toolkit is likely to contain errors and omissions and we encourage feedback so that
we can confinue to improve the product.
