





c. Enterprise level metadata management tool.
This application is the most sophisticated of the
three, and will provide a web-based enterprise
level metadata entry, management and query
tool. The application is based on the BlueNet'®
version of the GeoNetwork open source software;
and will be suitable for larger organisations that
have the technical capacity to support it and an
extensive number of spatial resources to manage.

Plain language metadata guidelines

Plain language metadata guidelines are being
developed to supplement the basic metadata
collection tool. This will complement products

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already developed by ANZLIC, and will provide

a plain language description of the metadata
elements that ANZLIC recommends to be completed
to provide a basic description of spatial resources.

Education and outreach program

An education and outreach program is being developed
to promote the new metadata products and provide
the necessary training in the use of these products.
Development of the program was well advanced by
the end of 2008.

Part of the training program will include guidance on
the need for, and benefits of, metadata; including a
cost benefit explanation for senior managers. Other
parts of the program will cover topics such as which
metadata products best matches the business needs
of a particular organisation, the costs and benefits of
documenting and using metadata, and looking at the
value of structured versus unstructured metadata. There
are also plans to develop a ‘How To’ manual for use
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with the basic metadata collection tool. It is anticipated
that the education program will be released in the
second half of 2009.

Collaboration with other metadata communities

The SRDaAPWG is working closely with a number
of organisations to maximise results with minimum
duplication of effort.

a. ANZLIC Spatial Resources Discovery and
Access Program Steering Committee. OSDM
chaired this committee and ensured that work
undertaken for the Australian Government by the
SDMG Spatial Resource Discovery and Access
Program Working Group was closely aligned with
the ANZLIC Program.

b. National Archives of Australia. The AGLS
metadata standard is currently being updated and
OSDM facilitated meetings between representatives
from the National Archives of Australia and
Geoscience Australia to ensure the mapping
between the AGLS metadata standard and
the ANZLIC Metadata Profile were aligned in
readiness for the release of the new version of
AGLS. The National Archives of Australia is also
intending to leverage off the education program
being developed by the SDMG Spatial Resource
Discovery and Access Program Working Group.

c. Australian Government Information Management
Office (AGIMO), located in the Department of
Finance and Deregulation, expressed an interest
in how the ANZLIC Metadata Profile could be
used to support the Australian Government Online
Service Point (AGOSP). OSDM is continuing
discussions with AGIMO on this matter.

d. Australian Bureau of Statistics is monitoring
the various metadata activities underway and
intends to adopt relevant aspects of the program
for their internal purposes.

OSDM is also coordinating activities with a number of
Australian Government agencies and some academic
and research organisations that are implementing
GeoNetwork.

Maritime Boundaries Working Group

The Maritime Boundaries Working Group (MBWG)
was reconvened in 2008 to review the Guidelines
for Describing Maritime Boundaries (version 1.0,
December 2006). Work was undertaken out-of-
session to update legal and spatial references.

A revised version of the Guidelines is due to be
finalised and published in 2009.
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Future directions

The Spatial Data Management Group (SDMG) will be
faced with a range of new issues in 2009. The growing
use of spatial technologies across many areas of the
Australian Government will increase the requirements
for improved coordination and collaboration. The
demand for spatial resources arising from the use

of new technologies, such as Google Earth, is also
changing the community’s expectations and this will
further drive the use of spatial technologies in many
government interactions with its constituents. The
Australian Government Online Service Point Program'?

is one of many capabilities under development that
will use spatial technologies to improve government
services to the public.

Additionally, responding to the many significant national
issues such as social inclusion, health, water security,
and climate change will drive the need to enhance
existing spatial capabilities or develop new ones. The
SDMG will be required to provide a much broader range
of support for these existing and new activities. In
addressing these growing needs, the SDMG will focus
on a range of common issues; including standards
development, interoperability, spatial infrastructures
(including web-based services), and data quality.
